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Azimut begins Nickel-Copper-Platinum Exploration Program in the

Exploration Azimut Inc. ("Azimut") announces the commencement of a nickel-copper-
platinum exploration program in the Labrador Trough, Province of Quebec.  This 
program consists of prospecting and sampling over three properties held 100% by 
Azimut. 
 
The field program will be supervised by Réjean Girard, P. geologist, from IOS Services 
Geoscientifiques, a Qualified Person under National Instrument 43-101. 
 
The Retty Property (130 claims) presents an 11-km-long prospective zone associated 
with an ultramafic sill and a strong nickel, copper and cobalt bottom lake geochemical 
anomaly. 
 
The Gillet Lake Property (87 claims) presents an 11-km-long prospective zone underlain 
by a mafic intrusion and a nickel, copper and cobalt bottom lake geochemical anomaly. 
 
The De Romer Property (26 claims) has a polymetallic potential (copper, zinc, silver, 
gold, nickel) within argillite along a 5-km-long magnetic high. 
 
The acquisition of these three properties results from a mineral potential assessment for 
nickel-copper-platinum conducted by Azimut over the entire Labrador Trough (56,000 
km2).  This region is an 800-km-long by 40 to 90-km-long Proterozoic belt showing 
strong geological similarities to the nickel-copper-platinum producing Raglan Belt.
